Snoopy Stays...

- Council approved changes to the driveway

sections of the City Code including defining
standard material surfaces along with
provisions for those residents who prefer a
higher standard of material. Non-code
compliant driveways were also no longer
grandfathered in and needed either to be
brought up to the current code standards or the
property owner needed to apply for an
exception from the City Engineer. Interestingly
of the 335 driveway approaches on the
project, only eight were non-code compliant
prior to the project and only one was
considered a decorative driveway by the City
Code definition. However, at 10339 Thomas
Avenue there was a decorative driveway of a
different sort. Snoopy, crafted out of black
walnut oil derived from an adjacent tree,
resides on the driveway, ready to walk over to
Dwan Golf Course to shoot a few holes. Staff
worked with the property owner to modify the
grades so Snoopy didn’t have to have his feet
amputated.

Best Practices Put in Place...

A pervious concrete parking lot
was reconstructed to replace the
existing deteriorated bituminous
surface in the employee parking
area on the east side of the
building, as was a rainwater
garden to capture runoff from the
surrounding rooftops.

These best management practices
were installed to reduce
stormwater volume, and pollutant
loading to the storm sewer system
ultimately draining to Nine Mile
Creek. On average, the pervious
concrete surface and rainwater
garden are expected to infiltrate
approximately 360,000 gallons
of surface water runoff each year.

Multi-Modal Study...

The 86t Street Multi-Modal Study and the resulting
re-striping project included all the key areas of
traffic engineering at a municipal level. 86™ Street
is a key east/west connector for bikes in
Bloomington, and was identified in the City’s
Alternative Transportation Plan as a potential
corridor for conversion from a 44-foot wide, four-
lane roadway, to a safer, more multi-modal three-
lane section with bike lanes. Traffic staff oversaw
the formation of a Citizen’s Advisory Group
dedicated to providing feedback and direction to

Q the Consultant hired to study the issue. Work with
“.¢ 4 the public included several resident open houses, as
well as representing the issue to the City
Council. Once approved, Traffic staff designed the
striping and coordinated signal modifications; as
well as providing assistance to construction staff
with project implementation.
