▲Snowplow For beginners ages 4 - 6,
Sam 3 who have passed Snowplow Sam 2.

●Basic 1 Glide, dips, snowplow stop, swizzles, hops.

●Basic 2 Backward: glide, swizzles; Forward: one-
foot glide, forward to back turn, slalom.

●Basic 3 Forward: slalom, two-foot turn, swizzles 
on circle; Backward: one-foot glide, 
two-foot spin intro.

●Basic 4 Forward: edges, crossovers, outside 
three-turns; Backward: swizzles, stop.

●Basic 5 Backward: edges, crossovers, one-foot 
spin, hockey stop, side toe-hop.

●Basic 6 Forward: inside three-turns, t-stop, bunny
hop, spiral, lunge, two-foot turn on circle.

●Basic 7 Mohawks, ballet jump, pivot, 
edge transitions.

●Basic 8 Forward: three-turns on circle, waltz 
jump, combination moves, mohawks, 
edges, mazurka, one-foot spin.

■Free Must pass Basic 8 or obtain prior 
Skate 1 - 6 approval from skate school director.

▲Adult Ages 15+, all abilities.

• Helmets are recommended.

4. Locate the large “Lesson Schedule” board hanging
inside the arena on the plexiglass to find your child’s
name and class color.

5. Skate out to corresponding class color board 
hanging on the plexiglass at lesson time.

6. Check the “Lesson Schedule” board weekly for your 
child’s name and class color as we make changes in 
classes during the first few weeks. Classes are 
arranged by ability and age.
