isitors to Old Town Hall may

notice something different about
the American flag flying above their
heads. In keeping with the historic
nature of the site, the City is flying
historic versions of the U.S. flag on a
new, recently installed flagpole.

The flags will be rotated
periodically. The 1858 version of the
flag marks Minnesota’s statehood
and features 32 stars. The 1912 flag,
featuring 48 stars, was the official U.S.

flag for 47 years until 1959. According to

Recreation Supervisor Mark Morrison,

the 1891 flag, which has 44 stars, will be

featured most often. (See right.)

he American Boulevard Light

Rail Transit (LRT) Station at

34th Avenue opened to frigid
temperatures at its December ribbon-
cutting, making it a welcome alternative
for people looking to use transit for a
faster, safer commute.

The last of 19 stations on the
Hiawatha LRT line, the American
Boulevard Station has been a long time
coming. The plan for the station was
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“The 1891 version of the American

Morrison said. “The other two flags will
be used for special programs and to
mark historical events.”

Morrison said the flags are
important because each one represents
a different period in Bloomington and
Minnesota history.

“This is really providing a unique
opportunity for the public to see
firsthand more than 150 years of U.S.
flag history here in Bloomington,”
he said.
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postponed to help with the cost of a
major route modification that placed
the terminal station in the Mall of
America’s east parking ramp, although
the footprint for the American Boulevard
Station was kept in the original
construction.

In 2005, the City and the
Metropolitan Council applied for
a federal grant to help fund the
construction of the American Boulevard
Station. The grant was awarded and
construction commenced in spring 2009.

With separate structures for
southbound and northbound riders,
American Boulevard Station is the only
split platform station on the Hiawatha
Line. The platform is designed to
accommodate three LRT cars.

The American Boulevard LRT Station
is part of a bigger vision for the area
east of TH-77. Bloomington’s Director
of Community Development Larry Lee
said the City’s vision for the area around
the station is for a new, transit-oriented
residential neighborhood with five to
seven thousand residents.

McGough Development owns
a 43-acre parcel surrounding the
Bloomington Central LRT Station. In
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2005, the City approved a development
plan that includes 1,100 transit-oriented
residential units. Of those residential
dwellings, 263 are in the existing
Reflections condominium buildings.

“McGough’s approved plans
show 1,100 residential units on the
Bloomington Central Station site. The
City expects up to 1,900 additional
residences to be developed on other
parcels within walking distance of the
American Boulevard and Bloomington
Central stations,” Lee said.

Senior Civil Engineer Schane
Rudlang, one of many City employees
who worked on the project, said
although there were some challenges
getting the signal timing coordinated
between vehicle traffic and the LRT, the
project went very smoothly.

“It was rewarding to contribute on
a project that completes the original
vision for the LRT in Bloomington,”
Rudlang said.

The station took six months to
construct. Money to build the new
station came from the Bloomington
Port Authority, Hennepin County, the
Metropolitan Council and the federal
government.

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Working toward long-term success
Adapting to the short-term challenges

s noted in the December

Briefing, the City’s long-term

vision is to make Bloomington
a more sustainable, safe, attractive
and competitive place for people and
businesses. We do this by providing
quality services at reasonable,
competitive costs and by supporting
the long term property investments of
residents and businesses through City
reinvestment and renewal.

Until the 1950s, development in
Bloomington was relatively inexpensive.
Homes were built with their own on-
site wells and septic systems; they were
also located on temporary streets. This
model, while saving initial development

costs, proved not to be the best approach.

By the late 1950s, the majority of
Bloomington wells were polluted by
the septic systems. As a result, the

City Council undertook the costly, but
necessary, construction of a citywide
sewer and water system. This not only
made for safe drinking water in homes,
but allowed for significant commercial-
industrial development that was not
possible with on-site utilities.

Today, 50 percent of Bloomington’s
property tax base is commercial
and industrial property — including
nearly 8,000 hotel rooms. Our hotel
guest population on any given night
exceeds the populations of 87 percent
of the communities in Minnesota and
generates $5 million in lodging taxes
for the General Fund, which results in
lower property taxes for residents and
businesses. This is despite the fact that
the metro area’s fiscal disparities take
away a net 30 percent of Bloomington'’s
commercial-industrial tax base for
distribution metro-wide.

In the 1950s and 60s, the City issued
bonded debt to make the necessary
water and sewer improvements. The
high debt to value ratio created a bond
rating of BBB in the early 1970s. Over
the next two decades, prudent financial
management helped the City improve
to an AA rating. To further increase
its rating during the 1990s, the City
began modeling the economic cycles
traditionally found in market economies;
Bloomington also developed strategies
to deal with economic downturns.

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The City now creates a five-year
General Fund financial model and 10- to
15-year models for other funds. While
we cannot predict the future, modeling
allows us to see which longer-term
reinvestments and renewal are needed
and what level and manner of services
to provide over the long term. Modeling
also allows us to react in the shorter
term and make the necessary changes to
deal with economic cycles.

These strategies are used not only
during downturns, but during good
times as well. The City continually looks
for ways to adapt services and increase
its productivity to meet evolving needs
and staffs services only at levels that can
be sustained during normal downturns.
A financially strong organization can
take advantage of lower costs found
during downturns for such things as
the Pavement Management Program,
enabling the City to save money in the
long term and position itself well when
the upturn comes.

All this work has paid off. In
1998, the City gained an Aaa rating
from Moody’s and, subsequently,
from Standard and Poor’s and Fitch.
Bloomington is one of only 24
communities nationwide to have a triple

A rating. What does this mean to you?
The excellent ratings lower our costs to
borrow for improvements such as street
construction and redevelopment, which
in turn lowers Bloomington’s property
taxes.

In Minnesota, property value is used
to calculate your proportional share of
the total property tax levy. For property
tax information, see page 3. In a 2009
comparison of seven cities in Hennepin
County with more than 20,000
residents, the cost of City services for a
single-family, median-priced home in
Bloomington ranked lowest, see above.

Despite Bloomington’s relatively
high fiscal disparities impact, the
property tax difference on equally
valued commercial/industrial properties
is only 1 percent of the typical overall
commercial-industrial lease rates.

Bloomington’s attitude remains
“steady as we go.” Decisions made
during better times improve our options
in more difficult times; meanwhile we
continue to take advantage of every
opportunity to make Bloomington
an even better place to live. For more
information, visit the City’s website.

Cooking up a green kitchen

hen Larry Lee and his wife

Betsy decided it was time to

update their 1960s kitchen
they knew they wanted the updates to
be sustainable, yet their first priority
was to find a building/design company
that had a reputation for quality and
flexibility. It just so happened that
a small building and design firm
dedicated to sustainable building,
Otogawa-Anschel, met the Lees’ criteria
and then some.

“The fact that their philosophy is
‘green’ was a plus,” Lee said. “We were
looking for a company that would allow
us to do some work ourselves. Another
reason we chose them was because of
the awards they had received for small
kitchen design.”

So begins the story of how a small,
inefficient kitchen was transformed into
a bright and energy-efficient space.

After the new design was prepared
and approved, the Lees agreed to do
the demolition, install tiles, purchase
appliances and fixtures and paint to
keep project costs down. In addition, the
designer retained existing materials
where possible, such as the existing
ceramic floor tile and some of the built-
in cabinets.

The project’s first stages involved
recycling the demolition materials and
old appliances. The company prides itself
on recycling almost all debris generated

from projects — from wood
and gypsum board to the
cast iron kitchen sink —
and using only recycled
and engineered lumber.
According to designer
Greg Kraus, “Some of the
design challenges we
faced were inefficient
cabinets and appliance
layout, cramped work
spaces and cabinets and
countertops that were

showing their age. Moving the appliance

locations resulted in 40 percent more

counter space and created more storage.”

Focusing on recycling and local
materials, the builders used cabinets
made by a company in Eden Prairie.
Wood shelves reclaimed from an old
barn came from Manomen Resawn
Timbers in Hugo. In addition, they
installed attractive and durable
Minnesota-made Cambria quartz
countertops.

Removing parts of an interior
wall allowed for more natural light to
flow into the kitchen. Using advanced
framing techniques means less lumber
is consumed and the small additional
cost for better insulation and Energy
Star-rated appliances will be recouped
by reduced utility bills.

The designers suggested replacing
the Lees’ fluorescent tube lighting

corner. Be sure you're prepared by setting your
materials at the curb before 7 a.m. on your pickup
day.

Home improvement loans

he Bloomington Housing and
TRedeveIopment Authority (HRA) is
accepting applications through
March 27, 2010, for its Home
Improvement Deferred Loan Program.

Eligible repairs include replacing
roofs, electrical, heating and plumbing
systems, gutters, windows, doors,
insulation, siding, soffits and fascia,
exterior painting and foundation,
sidewalk or step repairs. Ineligible
repairs include decorating, additions,
finishing basements, remodeling and
garage construction.

Loans of up to $35,000 are
available to Bloomington homeowners.
There are no monthly payments.
Repayment occurs when the home is
sold, transferred or conveyed. Interest is
charged at an annual rate of 5 percent
of the original loan principal for the
first 10 years. No additional interest
accrues after 10 years.

The loans are to help maintain
the condition of Bloomington homes
and neighborhoods. Applications are
ranked and processed according
to need.

For owners of homes built before
1978, a lead risk assessment is required.

Applicants must be the owner-
occupant of the home and have
sufficient equity to cover the loan
amount. Income guidelines apply.

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Public Health responds
Nearly 5,700 vaccinated for HIN1 flu virus

s of January 5,

Bloomington

Public Health
(BPH) vaccinated a total of
5,668 people for the HIN1
flu virus. By partnering
with the Bloomington
School District to bring
clinics to public schools in
Bloomington, Edina and
Richfield, BPH was able
to get the vaccine to high
risk groups. To date, Public
Health has held three large clinics in schools in Bloomington and four in Richfield
and Edina.

Bloomington Public Health’s Clinical Services Manager Karen Stanley said that
despite the long lines and crowds at some of the clinics, everyone was able to receive
the vaccination.

“Our goal is to always be accessible to everyone who wants to be vaccinated,”
Stanley said. “We’re a safety net for people, especially the uninsured.”

The Minnesota Department of Health (MDH) and the Centers for Disease Control
established priority groups to receive the limited amounts of the vaccine that were
available in late 2009. The priority groups included all people six months to 24 years
old, pregnant women, caregivers of infants younger than six months, healthcare
and emergency medical personnel, and those with underlying health conditions.

To effectively administer the vaccine to priority groups, Public Health worked
closely with the School District, health care professionals, police, fire and emergency
medical services, and child care providers.

The MDH opened the vaccinations to all groups in mid-December as more of the
vaccine was produced and became available.
